Mike Kai-
do, the new
general man-
ager of the
Zanesville
Country
Club was our
speaker intro-
duced by Janet
Stewart. He
IS a graduate
of Zanesville
High School b
where he
played basket- MIKE KAIDO
ball and baseball. He then went on to Ashland Col-
lege. He was on the Pro Golf Circuit for a while.
Mike worked for many years for Longaberger and
was involved in the development of the Longab-
erger Golf Club - one with a premier reputation.
He began by thanking us for holding our weekly
meetings at the Zanesville Country Club. He also
announced that the 2012 Ohio Junior Amateur Golf
Tournament will be held here.

In preparation for his presentation, Mike shared
some “Did You Know” facts about the Zanesville
Country Club:

In 1931 - construction on only two private golf
courses were begun: ZCC and Augusta National.

Our ZCC golf club was begun in 1898 at the
Muskingum County Fair Grounds with a 4 hole
course. The Golf Club then moved to Blue Av-
enue and Fairmont on the site of Zanesville High
School. He shared a blownup copy of a postcard
of the course with a building in the background of
the area which was the County Children’s Home.
In 1898, Morehead Meadows located at the end of
Blue Avenue had 6 holes. In 1903, it was incorpo-
rated with each member paying $20.00 to finance
the project. There were 175 members. At the turn
of the century, there were 982 courses. Construc-
tion on the current site was begun in 1931 and 32
ata cost of $35,979.00 (would easily cost 3 million
today). Chick Evans was hired to be the architect
for the design of the course. ZCC was one of the
first to hire an architect to design the course. Chick
Evans worked closely with Donald Ross, a well
known golf course architect. In 1933, an 18 hole




golf course opened here on this site on July 4th. In
1949, the Club House was opened with a pool and
tennis courts added later on. The room where we
meet was built in 1997. The Zanesville Country
Club hosts many golf outings here including the
Ohio State Amateur and the Pro-Am (now known
as the Genesis Pro-Am) which was started in 1945.
There are currently 384 members of the club.

Mike shared an old picture with Chick Evans.
In the picture also was Byron Nelson, a well known
golf professional.

Jim Mclntire was our 1st Golf Pro and Michelle
Redman, an LPGA Player began her career here
